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Five Centuries of Cultural Exchange between Europe and Japan:
Maritime Routes and Information Hubs
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This symposium sets out to interrogate the nature of the historical relations between Japan and Europe

and, more broadly, between East and West from the 17th century. It does so through the medium of the
global exchange of material objects and people. The tendency, heretofore, has been to locate the axis of
research in the mutual exchange between Japan and Holland and Japan and China. By contrast, the
present symposium investigates the formation of maritime routes and the exchange of information in

principal ports of call. We explore the concrete dimensions of sea-borne trade and knowledge
dissemination, such as the construction of major ports, the actuality of trade, the comings and goings of
people and the dissemination of texts. Our approach is both comprehensive and multi-dimensional.
