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——The first part of the course wil deal with developmental state and its institutional foundations,
with more focus on theories and conceptual frameworks. The second part will closely approach to
institutional foundations of interventionist East Asian and South Asian states and their growth
promoting trade and industrial policies in view of different types of governance regimes in the region.
The third part wil look at the concept of poverty and redefine it: the connotation of poverty includes
not only economic poverty but also political poverty, socio—cultural poverty and most importantly the
poverty of governance, which is the primary reason for the failure of the state to maintain its
legitimacy and to achieve its developmental goals. The fourth and last part of the course wil be a
workshop on the collapse of the developmental state.
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
