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The lesson on the history of Japan and Korea was very interesting. I am a Korean living in
Japan, so I am very interested in the content of this class. The professor’ s objective
explanation of the positions of Korea and Japan on the comfort women issue, the conscription
issue, etc. was easy to understand. I realised that this issue is quite complex and
complicated, with both countries claiming that this is the truth, and also other countries such
as the US and Russia getting involved, as well as various circumstances such as politics and
the situation.

After listening to this lesson, I thought that I was in the position of a third party, not on
the general Japanese side or the Korean side. I thought that I had to read research and
literature from various perspectives and decide which side I would take. I was also able to
hear about North Korea. I was able to gain a new understanding of history. I would like to
